Going Deeper 

5) What is the antinomian error? What is the legalism error? Discuss how 

we might be in danger of believing either of these errors. 

 

6) With regard to the good works that we do, why is it so important that we 

reject these errors? 

 

7) How might we discover the good works that we have been created to 

do?
